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To keep you informed about the rapidly changing details about the coronavirus, we have established 
a new web page that will provide you up-to-date information.

The WCS Crisis Response Team has consulted with the Macomb County Health Department to 
review the next level of protocols in response to the Governor's recommendations yesterday. Our 
decision to cancel parent-teacher conferences today was to allow us time to aggressively clean our 
schools and prepare the following information: 

K-12 PROGRAMS 
All school sponsored field trips, out-of-state and international travel have been cancelled or 
postponed until further notice. 

Aside from the decisions made by the Michigan High School Athletic Association, our athletics will 
continue as usual. 

We will not have preschool conferences next week or World of Fours home visits. 

We will not have visitors in our schools such as guest readers, Smart Moves officers, and other events 
that bring guests into our schools. Parents are still welcome to drop off items in the school office and 
attend meetings as arranged. Also, PTO-Booster meetings may run as scheduled. 

All weekday facility rentals by outside groups will be suspended until further notice. 

FACILITIES / SCHOOL BUILDINGS 
In addition to our normal disinfecting/ sanitizing cleaning procedures, we will be adding a nightly 
disinfecting wipe down of frequently touched surfaces, such as doorknobs, desktops, counter tops 
and light switches, etc. An electrostatic disinfectant spray will be used on selected areas as needed. 

TRANSPORTATION 
The WCS Transportation Department is using disinfectant wipes on all bus seats and handrails 
between bus runs. An electrostatic disinfectant spray will be used on the whole inside of each bus as 
deemed necessary. 
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NUTRITION SERVICES 
The Nutrition Services department will continue with our regular daily sanitation and food 
safety protocols that comply with the Macomb County Health Department regulations. 

We are purchasing more single use containers, single use food trays, and individual condiments to 
limit student contact points in shared areas . Furthermore, the nutrition service staff members will 
clean and sanitize service lines, tables, and condiment areas between the different lunch times. 

WELLNESS 
It remains important that we follow all the prevention tips from health officials, including children 
and staff staying home when they are sick. As a reminder, the main symptoms of the coronavirus are 
fever (temperature 100 degrees or higher), coughing, and shortness of breath. Preventing the spread 
of any illness is everyone's responsibility and staying home when ill will help preserve the health and 
safety of our students and staff and help stop transmission within schools. Also, on our new web 
page, there is a link that provides tips on how to talk to your child about the coronavirus. 

If a WCS Pre-K-12 program or activity is not listed in this letter, it is business as usual at this time. If

Most important, please know that we are closely monitoring the situation district-wide and 
implementing the recommended best practices from health officials. This is a very fluid 
situation, and I will keep you updated as relevant information becomes available.
